The minutes of the Lezayre Parish Commissioners Meeting held on Thursday 5 October 2006, at 7.00 p.m., The Community Hall, Clenagh Road, Sulby, Lezayre.PRIVATE 
Members present, Mrs V.A. Quane, Mrs C.S. Sheard, Mr A.K. Brew and Mr A.D. Radcliffe.  Apologies from Mrs Robinson. Mrs Pat Kelly, Clerk was in attendance. Two members of the Public were present.

The minutes of the previous meeting held on Thursday 7 September 2006, having been circulated, were taken as read and signed as a correct record by the Chairman.

Matters arising from the minutes  
The Clerk has taken advice from DoLGE on submission of a planning application for the notice board at Glen Auldyn. It seems likely that planning permission will not be required. The Clerk is waiting for a location sketch from the joiner.
The Clerk confirmed that DAFF has arranged the first meeting of the Claddagh Liaison Group for 27 October. Mr Brew and Mrs Robinson are to represent the Commissioners. It was noted that there are still caravans on site.
No further correspondence has been received from DoT concerning flood markers at the Garey, painting and weight limits for the Claddagh Bridge or removal of litter bins. Mrs Sheard confirmed that the flood markers have not been replaced. Mrs Quane will raise the matter at a forthcoming meeting with a member of DoT.
The Clerk has had a response from Rally Isle of Man concerning the complaint of the behaviour of rally drivers during the last rally. Measures are to be put in place to deter drivers from breaking the rules and to make it easier for the public to report offenders.
Correspondence 
DoT Temporary Prohibition of Through Traffic Order for Lezayre Church Road, Churchtown from 20 September to 29 November 2006 or until water main work is completed.
MGP Supporters Club Letter of thanks – £285.41 was collected during MGP period and a total of £37,025 was collected this year towards the hire of two rescue helicopters.  Permission was granted by the Commissioners for collecting to take place during next year’s T.T. and MGP periods.
Wood Speed Limit at Sulby Claddagh, Old Sulby and Sulby Glen. The Clerk appraised the Commissioners of correspondence between Mr Wood, DoT and Inspector Flint of Operations Support. She has   sent copies of the correspondence to Inspector Duke of the Northern Policing Division for information. Some discussion on road safety around the Parish ensued.

The Clerk reported that further speed checks on the Clenagh Road had resulted in prosecutions to follow.
It was suggested by Mr Radcliffe that a crash barrier may be appropriate adjacent to the drop at the edge of Waterworks on the Sulby Glen Road. Proposed by Mr Brew; seconded by Mr Radcliffe that a letter is sent to DoT requesting a site meeting to discuss the hazards of driving on the Sulby Glen Road. 
Jurby Parish Commissioners Civic Sunday Invitation. Mrs Quane attended.
DAFF Christmas tree orders. Proposed by Mrs Sheard; seconded by Mr Brew that two trees are ordered.
Lezayre Parish Church and Barrule District Guiding Event details provided of Autumn Celebrity Concert.
Fitzpatrick Further correspondence was read out concerning the speed limit on Clenagh Road etc.
IoM Constabulary The Annual Report was received.
Ramsey & Northern District Housing Committee Invitation to Opening Ceremony of Cooyrt Balleigh.
Northern Neighbourhood Policing The latest minutes were received. 

Taylor An e-mail was received objecting to the proposed removal of trees at Sulby Methodist Chapel and the lack of financial penalty concerning prosecution over the removal of trees leading to Ballakerka. Comment was also made on punctuality of certain Commissioners. Congratulations were offered on the website development.
Curphey Notification of forthcoming erection of a road sign in Manx at Sulby Bridge Corner. The Commissioners welcome the erection of the sign.
Police Consultative Forums. Permission has been requested by Inspector Duke to hold a “mini” consultative forum in the Community Hall to enable Sulby residents to voice their opinions regarding policing in the Northern Neighbourhood area. The Commissioners   are fully supportive of the initiative.
DoT The Highways Monthly newsletter was received. 

Sulby and Lezayre Heritage Trust Four members of the Trust took part and cleaned up the Tail Race of the old Flour Mill including removal of dumped trees. Proposed by Mrs Sheard; seconded by Mr Brew that a letter of thanks is sent. 
Department of Home Affairs A draft copy of Codes of Practice under the Regulation of Surveillance has been made available for discussion. Codes cover Covert Human Intelligence Sources and Covert Surveillance.
Hartford Homes Follow up to the letter of June 2005, requesting transfer to the Commissioners of areas of public open space at St Stephens Meadow. Discussion ensued concerning the area of land which appears different to that previously offered. As the area is predominantly drainage, it was felt that DoT should be contacted for their views on adopting the plot.
Two residents from the estate were in attendance and shared their views over recent activities by the developers concerning some of the open spaces. 

Proposed by Mr Radcliffe; seconded by Mrs Quane that DoLGE are again contacted for confirmation of the legal position regarding adoption of the land. DoT and Hartford Homes are also to be contacted. The latter are to be asked whether they would consider inclusion of other open spaces on the site.
Any Other Business
Mr Radcliffe reported that he had attended a meeting of the Northern Parishes refuse Collection Board. There was no progress to report on the Kerbside Collection Scheme.  The Clerk responded that DoLGE had in fact sent out further information to Local Authorities on 15 September. Enviros has forwarded draft documents as ‘work in progress’, for consideration.
Mr Brew queried when the Millrace footpath to the Claddagh was to be re-instated. Mrs Quane had spoken to the drainage engineer, DoT and was told that re-instatement was taking place as the works were completed.

The Clerk had received a request from the caretaker to replace football nets on the playing field. DOLGE are to be contacted for permission.
The Clerk had also received a request from Sulby Badminton Club to put a cupboard in the storeroom. This is to be deferred pending work on the hall. 

Mrs Quane reminded the Commissioners that the Remembrance Sunday Service is to commence at the War Memorial, Churchtown at 10.50 on 12 November. She also reminded them that the Civic Service will take place at Kirk Christ, Lezayre on 29 October 10.30 for 11 a.m. 

The next meeting was arranged for Thursday 2 November 2006, at 7 p.m. in the Community Hall, Clenagh Road, Sulby.
There being no further business, the Chairman closed the meeting at   8.30 p.m.
