Ramsey Badminton Club complaint regarding increase in charges for the Hall in 2008 as they only use the Hall for 2 hours and use very little heating. The Commissioners agreed unanimously that the new charges are set at a very competitive rate for the facilities offered and it is the first increase for two years. The Clerk is to reply accordingly.
