Matters arising from the minutes 

Millrace – It was agreed (proposed Mrs Sheard: seconded Mr Brew) that we should look into other signs with Logos and wording in English and Manx. Mrs Sheard commented that the signs in Braddan are very good. The Clerk is to look into this and contact Rob Hurst at Colas for a price. It was agreed that it should be sited on the right hand side as you enter Mill Race.
Dog Fouling Signs – It was agreed (proposed Mr Brew: seconded Mrs Sheard) that we look into getting laminated signs to put up in public areas.

Container – It was agreed (proposed Mr Brew: seconded Mrs Robinson) that the container should be cleared. The contents need to be assessed as to whether they will need shredding, if so this will have to be looked into.

Hanging Baskets – Wayne is to organise 2 new hanging baskets for the front of the Community Hall, with a limit of £100 to be spent.
