The minutes of Lezayre Parish Commissioners meeting held on 2nd April 2009, at 7pm, the Community Hall, Clenagh Road, Sulby, Lezayre.

Members present: Mrs V A Quane (Vice Chairman), Mr Chris Birchenough, Mr Chris Roberts and Arthur Radcliffe.  Fiona Robinson was absent, and had given her apologies at the last meeting. The Clerk was in attendance. No members of the Public attended and no Press attended.

The minutes of the previous meeting held on 5th March 2009, having been circulated, were taken as read and signed as a correct record by the Vice Chairman.

Matters arising from the minutes
Ballaugh Curragh Ramsar Site.  A meeting has now been confirmed, and will take place on Wednesday 8th April 2009 at 7.30pm in the Boardroom.  John Wormwald, from Ballaugh Commissioners will attend on their behalf.  The Commissioners requested that the Clerk prepare a notice to be displayed to advise the general public of this event.

Rates A reply to the Commissioners letter regarding outstanding rates was received from the rates office. No further comments to add.

Parking on unlit roads.  It was noted that cars are parking on the verge outside the Ballabrooie Estate.  These vehicles are blocking the pedestrian access to the estate, and are also damaging the verge.  Arthur Radcliffe proposed, Vivien Quane seconded, that a letter be written to DoLGE regarding this.

Hanging Baskets Further discussion took place, and it was agreed by all that we ask Mr Davenport to provide the plants for the hanging baskets this year. 
Public Right of Way no 363 Sulby Kella Close.   Reply received to our letter advising that ditching work will take place along the railway line in the Sulby area early in the summer, which should alleviate any additional surface water resulting from the new development.

Indoor Camping  A meeting was arranged with Steve Dawson and Angela Byrne from the Department of Tourism and Leisure, to show our facilities and to identify any problems associated with indoor camping.  Both stated that our facilities were excellent, and that the rules for a hostel could be interpreted to allow us to facilitate indoor camping.  We were advised to contact the fire officer, also to check with our insurance company that we would be covered within our policy, and to request a letter of comfort from Doug Stewart of Environmental Health stating that our facilities are satisfactory.  Once this was all in place, we should contact Angela Byrne, who would come and inspect, and then allow us to register.  Currently we are waiting for feedback from the fire officer with regard to how we deal with our hall being an entertainment centre first and a hostel second.    The clerk was asked to speak with the fire officer, and to request a letter outlining the requirements for us to be a hostel.  The clerk was asked to write to Steve Dawson, as he had promised to send a letter following the meeting confirming that we can allow indoor camping, and to register as a hostel.  Also to mention the comments made by the fire officer regarding our entertainment fire certificate and how we deal with the hostel side of things in relation to fire regulations.  
Grass areas in Sulby  A letter has been received from the Department of Transport. They advised that the areas mentioned have been inspected and they stated that as the daffodils are in bloom only limited cutting would take place.  They advised that the cutting of these locations usually takes place 4-6 times during the summer.  They have confirmed that the trees at Sulby Bridge will be cut back to improve visibility.

Work in Kitchen

The Clerk was also asked to see if Chris Grose could wire up the fan when all agreed and purchased.

The clerk was requested to write to them expressing the disappointment of the Commissioners that the kitchen has been left in an unsatisfactory way and if this should occur again, then a charge may be levied for extra cleaning.  The Clerk is to ask the Cleaner to try sugar soap to remove this grease, and failing that, the Caretaker is to be asked to place ceramic tiles in this area.

The clerk advised that she had received an update regarding the creation of an access into field number 134801 on the Clenagh Road, just on the Parish boundary.  Steve Olsen advised that he has been given information to show that a gate post is marked on a County Series Map (1865) and that he is referring this case to the Senior Planner, and will advise us further in due course.

The Clerk was requested to investigate sleepers placed across a ditch.  The ditch runs

between the Jurby Road, and the recently formed allotment field at the Garey. A letter is to be

written to the DOT.  Proposed Chris Birchenough seconded Vivien Quane.
