Matters arising from the minutes 

Meeting  re Ballaugh Curragh Ramsar Site.  A small meeting was held with a representative from DAFF Aline Thomas.  She explained about the Ramsar Site.  Mr Taylor and Mr Teare had concerns about clearing ditches in fields owned by them, and it was agreed that Ms Thomas would send plans for them to indicate which fields and what work was required.  They were advised to consult to with DAFF before any work was undertaken.  It was noted that RAMSAR are in interested party for planning applications.  Mr Radcliffe, Mr  Birchenough, Mr Roberts and Mrs Quane all requested copies of the RAMSAR conditions, which the clerk will forward in due course.
Hanging Baskets  Michelle Turner (caretakers Wife) is preparing these.

Indoor Camping  The clerk updated the members explaining that the department of tourism had come to an agreement with the fire department and that indoor camping could be allowed in our hall, once the fire department has visited and approved our facilities.  The clerk advised that Tony Varley the fire officer was calling on Friday to inspect our facilities and to report back to the Department of Tourism and Leisure.  A letter is to be written to planning advising them of our intention to register as a hostel on a sporadic basis, and only to specific groups of people.  Once this is all in place, Angela Byrne will come along for a final inspection, and register us.
Golden Jubilee Challenge  This event was held on Monday 4th May 2009 at Ard Whallin.  Lezayre was represented by Josh Nicol and the Commissioners send their sincere thanks for his participation.  It was agreed that a letter of thanks should be sent to him.
Sulby and Lezayre Heritage Trust  The clerk advised that she had sent a plan of the hall foyer to the fire officer to show the position of the proposed cabinet as requested and that she had not heard back, but would ask him when he attended to inspect our hall.  Once approved the agreement between S&LHT and LPC could be drawn up.

Sulby Claddagh  It was discussed that drinking at the campsite continued to add to trouble being caused there.  It was noted that the police were needed, but can not always attend if called as they could be busy with problems in Ramsey.
