The minutes of Lezayre Parish Commissioners meeting held on Thursday 1st July 2010, at 7pm, the Community Hall, Clenagh Road, Sulby, Lezayre.

Members present: Mrs V A Quane (Chairman), , Mr A D Radcliffe, Mr C Birchenough and Mr Karl Brew. Mrs Maureen Rimmer, Clerk was in attendance.  Mr C W Roberts was unable to attend and had given his apologies earlier in the week.  One member of the Public attended and no Press attended.

The minutes of the previous meeting held on 27th May 2010, having been circulated, were taken as read and signed as a correct record by the chairman.

Matters arising from the minutes
The Clerk advised that Chris Roberts had removed the road sign from Kella Close and was in the process of refurbishing it.  He was confident that the end result would be very satisfactory.
The Clerk advised that she had heard from the DOT regarding the dropped kerbs, and that they have asked for a list of the areas where these were required.  It was agreed that Mrs Quane and Mrs Rimmer would advise accordingly.

The Clerk advised that the owner of East View had called in to see her to advise regarding the land to the side to this property.  From his knowledge it was owned by the Treasury.  The Commissioners were sure that the land belonged to Marlow Construction, and that the Clerk should contact them again.  Mr Brew said that he would check the company records to see if they were still trading.
The Clerk advised that a reply had been received from the Drainage department of the Isle of Man Water Authority regarding the Commissioners concerns with sewage problems in the village.  They advised that our concerns were noted and that any possible improvements deemed feasible would be investigated and incorporated within the project.

The Clerk advised regarding problem parking on St Stephen’s Meadow and following advice from the Police Station if a vehicle is taxed that it can park on any highway.  The untaxed vehicle was reported to the police station in Ramsey.
